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OPERATING

This charging cart stores, secures, charges and transports and up to 12 widescreen laptop or
Chromebook™ computers as well as E-readers, Android tablets, iPads® and more.

Open the carts rear door.
Plug the device’s adapter into the power strip.
Route each cord over to each device and plug in.

Place and charge up to 12 devices to the cart at a time.

e Note: Allow additional space required for the power adapters, power cords and protruding power
plugs from the devices.
e Note: If the circuit breaker trips; press the reset button on the power strip.



MAINTENANCE

All power cords must be unplugged before cleaning. Inspect for damage, dirt and debris on a regular
basis. It is recommended that any cleaning solution be tested on a small, inconspicuous area of the cart,
to ensure it does not harm the surface. Do not use steel wool, scouring pads or other abrasive materials
that may damage the surface finish.

WARN I NG - To avoid risk of electric shock, do not expose electrical components to water,

cleaning solutions or other potentially corrosive liquids or substances. Do not immerse in liquid or allow
liquids to flow into the cart or its components. Wipe all cleaners from the carts surface using a damp
cloth.

TRANSPORTING AND STORING

Before moving, unplug and secure all power cords, close and lock doors, remove any items from the top
of the surface, unlock the casters and push slowly and carefully.
